Autism i-touch Apps
Behavior Tracker Pro – allows user to track and graph problem behaviors by frequency, duration, and a-b-c (antecedent, behavior, consequence). Can be used with multiple children and observers.

iCommunicate – really cool app for creating visual schedules, simple social stories, and photo icons. You can record audio messages to go along with the schedules, stories, and icons. Also, you can use Google search to find pictures. The app comes with a starter bank of 100 pictures.

i-Reward – you could use this one as a portable reward board for students. The student picks a picture of the reward he’s working for from the available menu, then you (or he) visually tracks his progress toward the reward by touching the stars on the app. You can modify the number of stars it takes to reach the reward, record verbal praise to go along with the app, and search Google to find other pictures.

Hidden Curriculum for Kids – This app would be great for brief, mini lessons/discussions on social skills within inclusive classrooms. The app provides a library of brief social rules and understandings. The student can select items that are useful to him to save separately; or the teacher can select items that would be useful to the student to save separately for future instructional sessions. The app is geared to older students (middle school to high school) who have reading and communication skills. (HFA, PDD-NOS, Aspergers)

Model Me Going Places – You could share this one with parents. It’s an app that provides video examples of young kids behaving appropriately in different public, community settings – the hairdresser, mall, doctor, playground, grocery store, and restaurant. There’s audio to go along with the short video social stories. It could be useful to show a child before going to that particular location as a priming strategy.
